1. Call to order, roll call, and approval of minutes:

3. Commissioners’ and Staff Report 
Ms. Arreola reported that the HRC is moving ahead with following up on the “Impact of Federal Immigration Enforcement on San Francisco Communities” hearing and is working on gathering the group that will review the transcript and bring recommendations.  
4. Overview of the HRC

During this section of the agenda, the EAC invited three HRC Staff, Larry Brinkin, Melinda, Kanios, and Lupe Arreola, to give an overview of the different work areas of the HRC for the EAC Committee Members.  Larry Brinkin gave an overview of the Equal Benefits and LGBT divisions.  Larry also gave an overview of the HRC complaint process, including filing a complaint, mediation, doing an investigation, and making public findings. Melinda Kanios gave an overview of the Local Business Enterprise and Certification divisions, including how local businesses are certified and how they benefit from these programs.  Lupe Arreola gave an overview of the Housing and Public Accommodations and of the Employment divisions, including pressing issues in housing and gave additional information regarding the complaint process.  All three speakers answered questions from Committee Members regarding the different HRC divisions and asked how Committee members could support the work that HRC is currently doing. 
5. Presentation of the Housing Working Group and the Employment Working Group draft work plans:

Todd Mavis of the Housing Working Group did a run through of the presentation for HRC Commissioners for the    July 9, 2009 HRC Commission meeting.  The topic areas that will be presented as a part of the Housing Working Group work plan are: 

· The sunset and possible renewal of the Rapid re-housing program 

· Master Tenant/ Subtenant rights and responsibilities   

· Dissemination of affordable housing information, including Below Market Rate units

· Impact of Park Merced Re-development on residents   
· Non-Profit Housing Landlords & Developers and tenant rights 

Committee members and HRC staff asked questions and gave feedback regarding the Housing Working Group work plan that will be presented. 

The Employment Working Group did to not bring questions to the Committee, and was going to meet after the adjournment of the Committee meeting to continue working on their workplan.

Ms. Couch and Ms. Arreola reminded the rest of the working groups that they needed to turn in their workplans by August 5th in order to have them included in the packet for the Commissioners.
