HRC procedures do not permit: 1) persons in the audience to vocally express support or opposition to statements by Commissioners or by other persons testifying; 2) ringing and use of cell phones, pagers and similar sound-producing electronic devices, (Violators may be removed from the meeting room.); and 3) signs to be brought into the meeting or displayed in the room.  

Citizens are encouraged to testify at HRC Meetings and to write letters to the HRC and to its members: 25 Van Ness Avenue, Suite 800, San Francisco, CA 94102.
